As a result of the tender invitation procedure, pursuant to Art. 4d sec. 1(1) of the Act of 29 January 2004 – Public Procurement Law (uniform text of the Journal of Laws of 2019, item 1843), and the Act of 23 April 1964 – Civil Code (uniform text of the Journal of Laws of 2019, item 1145, as amended), the following contract was concluded:

§ 1
1. The subject-matter of this Contract is supply and assembly of an automatic dome for an optical telescope with technical and quantitative parameters not lower than those provided in Appendix 2 to Invitation, for the Jagiellonian University Astronomical Observatory in Krakow. A detailed description of the subject-matter of the Contract provided in sec. 3) 1 of the Invitation to Tender (hereinafter the ‘Invitation’), Appendix 2 to the Invitation, and the Contractor’s offer dated ……… 2019, forming an integral part of this Contract.
2. The Contractor, within the scope of this Contract, is required, in particular, to install the Equipment mentioned in sec. 1, including verification of correctness of operation and its qualification in accordance with requirements of the manufacturer at the Astronomical Observatory’s headquarters in Krakow, at Orla street no. 171.
3. The Contracting Authority, within the scope of this Contract, is required to cooperate with the Contractor throughout the installation and starting of the Equipment mentioned in sec. 1, as well as to prepare the space for its installation. 
4. The Contractor declares that the equipment delivered is authorized for marketing in the EU territory, brand new (i.e. not regenerated, not repaired, not modified, not fabricated, and not used in previous implementations), complete (in particular as concerns all components, parts, and materials necessary to start and use the equipment); its purchase and exploitation in accordance with intended use shall not constitute an infringement of the law, including rights of third parties, and that it is consistent with CE standards concerning safety of electrical devices, as well as holds all certificates listed in sec. 3) 1 of the Invitation and Appendix 2 to the Invitation. 

5. The Contractor is required to deliver, install, and start the Equipment within 12 months from the date of procurement, i.e. conclusion of the Contract; however, the Contracting Authority allows for an earlier execution of the order. In the case of a customs declaration concerning the subject-matter of the Contract being a non-Union product within the meaning of customs legislation, the order execution date will be the day on which the Contractor delivers the subject-matter, along with the documentation necessary to submit a valid declaration.   
6. The Contractor is required to submit the following documentation with delivery:

a) Quantity and type list of the delivered devices, including, in particular: proper name of the device, manufacturer, year of production, serial number.

b) Device warranty cards (guarantor’s declaration), instruction and operation manual in Polish or English, 

c) Certificates and approvals, declarations of conformity, and other documents (if required). 
7. The Contracting Authority orders, and the Contractor undertakes to perform all the activities necessary to implement the subject-matter of the Contract provided in sec. 1 and 2.

8. The procedure documentation is an integral part of this Contract, including, in particular, the Invitation, appendices to the Invitation, and the Contractor’s offer. 

9. The Contractor shall be fully responsible, materially and legally, for any damages resulting from actions undertaken under this Contract, both to the Contracting Authority and any third parties.
10. Subcontracting of a part of this Contract does not affect the obligations of the Contractor towards the Contracting Authority for performance of that part of the Contract. 

11. The Contractor shall be held liable for all actions, misconduct, and negligence of subcontractors and their employees to such an extent as it is responsible for its own actions, misconduct, and negligence.
§ 2
1. The amount of remuneration of the Contractor for provision of the subject-matter of the Contract has been calculated based on the offer of the Contractor. 
2. The flat-rate remuneration for the subject-matter of the Contract shall be the following net amount: PLN..................... (in words: PLN ............................................ 00/100), which, with the addition of the payable VAT rate, amounts to the following gross sum: PLN..................... (in words: PLN ............................................ 00/100).
3. The Contracting Authority is a VAT payer and holds the following NIP [Tax ID] number: PL 675-000-22-36.

4. The Contractor is/is not a VAT payer in the territory of the Republic of Poland and holds the following NIP number: ................................. 
5. Remuneration provided for in sec. 2 covers all costs that the Contractor should have foreseen in order to correctly execute the Contract, in particular: delivery costs, customs duties, installation and commissioning costs of the subject-matter of the Contract, costs of accommodation of the representatives of the Contractor in Krakow, as well as all guarantee and warranty provisions.

6. VAT due on the amount of remuneration shall be paid by the Contracting Authority to the account of the competent Tax Office, should the Contractor be obligated to pay the tax in accordance with VAT regulations.

7. Tax exemption or deduction of a lower amount of tax than the amount provided for in the Act of 15 February 1992 – Corporate Income Tax Act (Journal of Laws of 2019, item 865, as amended), (based on a relevant convention for the prevention of double taxation) is dependable on a foreign contractor’s confirmation of taxpayer’s place of establishment for tax purposes, i.e. on a certificate of residence stating that the given entity’s place of establishment for tax purposes is located in the territory of the relevant country, issued by a competent tax authority in that country.  
8. The Contractor is required to provide the certificate of residence mentioned in sec. 7 to the Contracting Authority along with the invoice issued by the Contractor.  
9. If the Contractor, within the deadline set in sec. 2 does not produce such a certificate, their remuneration, provided for in sec. 1 above, will be reduced by 20% of the amount due – taking into account all relevant conventions for prevention of double taxation to which the Republic of Poland is a party (Art. 21 sec. 1 and 2 of the Corporate Income Tax Act), which shall be remitted to the appropriate Tax Office. 
§ 3
1. The remuneration referred to in § 2 of the Agreement shall be paid to the Contractor in a one-off payment, subject to provisions of sec. 12-13, following the delivery of the entire subject-matter of the Contract to the Contracting Authority, confirmed by a certificate of final acceptance signed, without any objections, by the Contracting Authority.
2. Payment shall be made within 30 days from the day of service of a correct invoice to the Contracting Authority, following the performance of the entire subject-matter of the Contract. 

3. The remuneration due to the Contractor shall be paid by transfer from the Contracting Authority’s bank account to the bank account of the Contractor provided on the invoice.

5. The Contracting Authority is required to notify the Contractor, immediately and in writing, of any defects or damages to the subject-matter of the Contract found at delivery, not later than within 7 days from the date of delivery.
6. The ownership rights to the delivered subject-matter of the Contract shall be transferred to the Contracting Authority upon payment of the entire amount of the contractual remuneration referred to in § 2 of the Contract. 

7. The final acceptance date of the subject-matter of the Contract, taking into consideration the second sentence of § 1 sec. 5 of the Contract, shall be the day of the actual performance of activities included in the subject-matter of the Contract by the Contractor, recorded in the abovementioned Certificate of Acceptance.  

8. The Certificate of Acceptance of the subject-matter of the Contract shall be prepared in cooperation with authorized representatives of the Parties to this Contract, upon verification of conformity of performance of the subject-matter of the Contract with terms and conditions of this Contract, Invitation, and the offer of the Contractor, delivery, installation, and commissioning of the subject-matter of the Contract. 
9. Signing of the Certificate does not exclude any claims that may be made by the Contracting Authority in the case of an undue performance of the Contract – in particular, in the case of defects found by the Contracting Authority in the subject-matter of the Contract after the reception of delivery. 
10. The representative of the Contracting Authority mentioned in § 8 sec. 4(a) of the Contract is authorized to carry out the acceptance of the subject-matter of the Contract, whereas on the part of the Contractor, the person mentioned in § 8 sec. 4(b) is authorized for the same.

11. If and when the Contractor issues structured electronic invoices within the meaning of Art. 6 sec. 1 of the Act of 9 November 2018 on electronic invoicing in public procurement, concessions for construction works or services, and public-private partnership (Journal of Laws of 2018, item 2191, as amended), using the Platforma Elektronicznego Fakturowania [E-invoicing Platform] available at: https://efaktura.gov.pl/, in the ‘reference’ field, the Contractor shall provide the following e-mail address: ………………………………… . 
12. The remuneration payable to the Contractor shall be paid by bank transfer from the Contracting Authority’s account to the account of the Contractor indicated in the invoice, with the proviso that the Contractor is required to provide the account number that has been disclosed in the register of VAT payers, non-registered entities, entities excluded and reinstated into the VAT register held by the Head of the National Tax Administration (hereinafter: the ‘White List’). 
13. In case of discrepancies between the account indicated in the invoice and the one provided in the ‘White List’, the Contracting Authority is entitled to transfer the remuneration to the account provided by the Contractor in the ‘White List’. Payment to the account indicated in the ‘White List’ as the Contractor’s account number shall extinguish the Contracting Authority’s obligation to the Contractor to pay the remuneration. 
14. If the Contractor is registered as a VAT taxable person, the Contracting Authority shall  pay the remuneration in accordance with the split payment system, i.e. in accordance with provisions of Art. 108a sec. 2 of the Act of 11 March 2004 on the value added tax (uniform text of the Journal of Laws of 2018, item 2174, as amended). Provisions of the first sentence are not applicable if and when the subject matter of the contract is a service exempt from VAT or subject to a 0% VAT rate. 
15. The Contracting Authority’s Bank shall be the place of payment; effective date of payment shall be the date of transfer order submitted by the Contracting Authority. 
§ 4
1. The Contractor undertakes to deliver the Subject-Matter of the Contract free of defects and faults, covered by a manufacturer’s warranty:

1.1 in the case of electrical and electronic equipment - for the period of 24 months 

1.2 for the roofing of the dome and mechanical elements - for the period of 120 months 

from the date of delivery confirmed by the certificate of acceptance. 

2. The Contracting Authority shall notify the Contractor, without undue delay, in one of the following forms: in writing, by e-mail or fax, of any malfunctions of the Subject-Matter of the Contract. The Contractor shall carry out the necessary repairs (eliminating the defect/malfunction) at the place of exploitation of the Equipment, within 30 days from reception of the notification of the Contracting Authority, unless otherwise agreed by the Parties.

3. In the case of significant repair of a component, the Contracting Authority reserves the right to request from the Contractor the replacement, free of charge, to a new component, free of any defects or malfunctions, should it malfunction again. 

4. The Contracting Authority, exercising its rights under warranty for physical defects of the equipment, shall, in particular in the case of incorrect installation of the Equipment (§ 1 sec. 1) by the Contractor, demand that it be dismantled, replaced with new equipment free of defects or repaired, and re-installed. In the case of failure by the Contractor to perform this obligation, provisions of sec. 5 of this paragraph shall be applied accordingly. 

5. If the Contractor does not fulfill its obligations resulting from warranty or fails to comply with the abovementioned provisions, the Contracting Authority is authorized to eliminate defects (malfunctions) by way of repair, at the sole risk and cost of the Contractor, in addition to its other rights under this Contract. In such cases, the Contracting Authority is entitled to engage another entity to eliminate the defect (malfunction), and the Contractor is required to cover all costs relating thereto, within 14 days from reception of the request for payment, along with payment confirmation.

6. The Contracting Authority undertakes to comply with the basic conditions of exploitation provided by the manufacturer in the provisions of the guarantor’s declaration, included in the warranty documentation or operation manuals provided by the Contractor, as long as they do not conflict with provisions of this paragraph. 
§ 5
1. The Parties reserve the rights to seek contractual penalties for breach of any of the provisions of this Contract or undue performance of obligations under this Contract.

2. The Contractor, subject to sec. 4 of this paragraph, shall pay contractual penalties in amounts provided below to the Contracting Authority in the following cases:

a) withdrawal from the Contract resulting from circumstances attributable to the Contractor – 10% of the net remuneration provided in § 2 sec. 2 of the Contract,

b) failure to perform, or undue performance, of the Contract – 5% of the gross remuneration provided in § 2 sec. 2 of the Contract; ‘undue performance of the Contract’ means performance that is contrary to the provisions of this Contract or the Contractor’s offer, or the provisions of the Invitation, Appendix 2 to the Invitation, or if it does not meet the required parameters, functionalities, and scope of operation resulting from the Invitation and the Appendix 2 to the Invitation, as well as performance parameters of the subject-matter of the Contract. 

3. The Contracting Authority shall pay the Contractor contractual penalties for withdrawal from the Contract resulting from circumstances attributable to the Contracting Authority, circumstance mentioned in § 6 sec. 3 of the Contract excluded - 10% of the net remuneration provided in § 2 sec. 2 of the Contract.

4. The Parties reserve the right to claim damages in excess of the stipulated penalty in accordance with the law.

5. The demand for payment of contractual penalties becomes enforceable on the day following the day of occurrence of circumstances provided for in this Contract that gave a ground for that demand for payment. 

6. The Contracting Authority is authorized to deduct applicable contractual penalties from any contractual claim payable to the Contractor, including the amount of remuneration provided in the invoice; the Contractor hereby acknowledges and agrees thereto.

7. Payment of contractual penalties does not exempt the Contractor from the obligation to perform the contract.

§ 6
1. Apart from situations described in the Civil Code, the Contracting Authority is entitled to withdraw from the Contract should any of the circumstances mentioned in sec. 2 occur. 
2. The Contracting Authority may terminate the Contract not earlier than 7 days from the date on which it became aware of the following circumstances, but not later than until the end date of the warranty (guarantee) period for the subject-matter of the Contract, i.e.:
a) the Contractor, as a result of insolvency, has been unable to fulfill its financial obligations for at least 3 months,
b) liquidation or dissolution of the Contractor’s company has been undertaken, dissolution of the Contractor’s company has been carried out without liquidation, or the Contractor has been deleted from the CEIDG (Polish register of entrepreneurs),

c) a seizure of Contractor’s assets has occurred,
d) when the Contracting Authority becomes aware of the Contractor’s loss of financial liquidity, in particular, seizure by a bailiff or any other seizure by any authorized institutions, with total value exceeding PLN 200,000.00 (in words: two hundred thousand zlotys, 00/100). 
e) the Contractor has delivered a device that does not correspond to the terms and conditions of this Contract, and within the period set by the Contracting Authority, not shorter than 15 calendar days, failed to comply with the provisions of this Contract.
3. Moreover, in the case of a significant change of circumstances that would cause performance of the Contract to be no longer in the public interest, which could not have been foreseen at the time of conclusion thereof, the Contracting Authority may terminate the Contract within 30 days from the date on which it became aware of these circumstances. 
4. The Contractor is not entitled to any damages for termination of the Contract by the Contracting Authority due to the fault on the part of the Contractor.

5. The Contract should be terminated in writing and justified under pain of nullity.

6. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to partially withdraw from the Contract, i.e. from the non-executed or unduly executed part of the subject-matter of the Contract. In that case, all provisions applicable to the duly executed part of the Contract remain in force.

7. Withdrawal from the Contract does not affect the existence and effectiveness of claims for contractual penalties. 
§ 7
1.  Where, by reason of circumstances of force majeure, the Party is unable to perform their duties under this Contract, in whole or in part, it shall immediately notify the other Party of that fact. In that case, the Parties shall agree upon the method and terms and conditions of further performance of the Contract or terminate the Contract.
2.  
By the operation of a force majeure, the Parties shall understand an external and extraordinary event that could not have been foreseen or prevented, in particular: war, state of emergency, flood, fire, or essential change in the socioeconomic situation.
3. Periods set out in this Contract shall be suspended for the period during which the circumstances of force majeure persist.



§ 8
1. All declarations of the Parties to this Contract shall be made in writing served by registered mail or with confirmation of receipt under pain of nullity.

2.  The Parties undertake to notify one another, by way of registered mail, of any changes to correspondence addresses provided in sec. 2, within 7 days from the occurrence of such change; default on notification causes that any correspondence sent to the previous address of the Party shall be deemed effectively served.
3.  Contact persons in matters relating to performance of the Contract are:

4.  The Parties jointly agree that persons mentioned above are not authorized to make any decisions as to any changes to the terms and conditions of the Contract; nor are they authorized to enter into any new engagements or to introduce any modifications to the Contract.
§ 9
1. The Parties provide for the possibility of making significant changes to the Contract by way of a written annex under pain of nullity, while maintaining the flat-rate nature of the price of the Contract, in the following cases:  
a) the necessity of postponing the Contract completion date resulting from circumstances attributable to the Contracting Authority, due to e.g. failure to prepare/provide space for implementation/delivery as well as other causes that occurred without the fault of any of the Parties, attributable to force majeure within the meaning of § 7,

b) the necessity of postponing the Contract completion date resulting from circumstances attributable to the Contractor, e.g. failure by the subcontractors to fulfill their obligations towards the Contractor, failure by the customs authorities to handle the case within the timeframe set out in law regulations for reasons beyond the control of the Contractor. The extension of the deadline should be accepted by the Contracting Authority. The Contracting Authority may refuse to give such consent if it puts the Contracting Authority to an inconvenience affecting its current scientific activity, or the extension of the deadline puts the Contracting Authority at risk of losing the grant that would provide funding for the subject-matter of the Contract.

2. Should any of the provisions be found invalid, it shall not affect the validity of the remaining provisions of the Contract; in such case, the Parties shall replace the provision with a valid one, fully consistent with the purpose and other provisions of this Contract.
§ 10
1. Neither Party is allowed to transfer its rights and obligations under this Contract without prior written consent of the other Party; in particular, the Contractor is not authorized to transfer any contractual claims resulting from this Contract without prior written consent of the Contracting Authority. 

2. All modifications and amendments of this Contract shall be made with the consent of both Parties, in the form of a written annex, under pain of nullity. 
3. In matters not provided for in the Contract, relevant law regulations of the Republic of Poland (RP) shall apply, in particular, provisions of the Act of 23 April 1964 – Civil Code (uniform text of the Journal of Laws of 2019, item 1145, as amended).
4. Any disputes that may result from implementation of this Contract shall be settled by the court of common law with jurisdiction over the registered office of the Contracting Authority.
5. ‘Working days’ shall be understood by the Parties as the days from Monday to Friday, with the exclusion of Saturdays and public holidays within the meaning of Art. 1 of the Act of 18 January 1951 on public holidays (uniform text of the Journal of Laws  of 2015, item 90, as amended) in the territory of the Republic of Poland.
6. This Contract has been drawn up in four (4) copies, two (2) in English and two (2) in Polish, one (1) copy in each language for each Party. In the case of discrepancies between the language versions, the Polish version shall prevail.
